	1.1 Provide a brief background of the Federation:

The National South African Shooting Sport Confederation (SASSCo) is a voluntary association that fulfils an administrative role between its members and the relevant provincial and district sports councils. The different shooting sport federations from the different provinces in South Africa are affiliated to SASSCo (National) through national and provincial governing bodies.

SASSCo structures are to be established on provincial and district level. As such, SASSCo Western Cape has been established in 2019, with the purpose to affiliate different SASSCo structures on district level in the Western Cape, i.e., Cape Town, Cape Winelands, Central Karoo, Eden, Overberg, and West Coast. As soon as the SASSCo Western Cape structure has the required number of affiliated members (i.e., 50% or 3 district SASSCo structures in the Western Cape) it will affiliate to the Western Cape Provincial Sports Confederation. It is already affiliated to SASSCo (National). 

SASSCo Cape Town is the first of such structures that is functional and is affiliated to the Cape Town Sports Council since 2019. There are currently 6 district shooting federations affiliated to SASSCo Cape Town, i.e., SA Air Rifle Association (SAARA), WP Pistol Association (WPPA), WP Black Powder Association (WPBPA), Cape Town Hunting Rifle Shooting Association (CTHRSA), WP Precision Shooting Association (WPPSA) and WP Bisley Association (WPBA). The first four listed federations were individual members of the Cape Town Sports Council for several years until the amalgamation and establishment of SASSCo Cape Town. The last two listed federations joined in 2020 and 2021 respectively.

The WPBPA hosted these two events. The WPBPA was founded and formally constituted in 2013 when the Black Powder Shooting Union (BPSU) of South Africa applied via SASCOC to host the Muzzle Loaders Associations International Confederation (MLAIC) Long-Range World Championship in Cape Town. South Africa also hosted this event in Cape Town in 2007. DCAS then required formal affiliation to the then WP Sports Council and the WPBPA has been a member in good standing since 2016. We host 4 club shoots every month, as well as an annual WP Championship and the BPSU National Championship every 2nd year, which is hosted together with the Pacific Zone Half-World Championship. We are the only officially acknowledged Black Powder Shooting Federation in the Western Cape and are as such affiliated to BPSU, South African Bisley Union (SABU), SASSCo and thus SASCOC.
